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Guidelines for Orderly Participation for Those Who Want to Comment During the Meeting 

• Remote meetings often lack the same visual and social cues available during public, in- 
person meetings.

• Call in or log in to the meeting a few minutes before the scheduled start of the meeting to 
ensure you can resolve any technical issues before the meeting starts. 

• You will be muted until it is your turn to speak. While muted, you will be able to hear the 
APCAC meeting and can continue watching using Zoom if you have connected from a 
computer or mobile device. 

• Regardless of whether you participate via phone, computer, or mobile device, please 
participate from a quiet environment so that APCAC members can hear you when you 
are called upon.
