General Zoom Remote Access Information

e DPR will be using the remote meeting service Zoom to host the meeting. With Zoom, you can
either call in or use a computer or mobile device (e.g., mobile phone or tablet) to participate by
audio or video conference.

¢ You do not need to create a Zoom account to participate in a DPR meeting. The Meeting ID and
password provided by DPR are all you will need to join the meeting, but you will need to enter
your name so DPR can identify and unmute you from the speaker queue.

Participating by Telephone

e The Zoom remote meeting service allows individuals to call in using one of the designated phone
numbers from the above boxed section.

e You will also need to have the Meeting ID from the above boxed section to join the meeting.

e General information about using a phone to participate in a Zoom meeting is available.

e When you are asked to comment during the meeting, the meeting organizer will unmute your
phone, but you may also need to press *6 on your phone.

e Remote meetings often lack the same visual and social cues available during public, in-person
meetings. Please be respectful and patient so all interested commenters can be fairly heard.

e Call in or log in to the meeting a few minutes before the scheduled start of the meeting to ensure
you can resolve any technical issues before the meeting starts.

e You will be muted until it is your turn to speak. While muted, you will be able to hear the
APCAC meeting and can continue watching using Zoom if you have connected from a computer
or mobile device.
