A training program has been developed to enhance awareness of the
Pesticide/Wildlife Incident Response Plan (PWIRP) amongst staff of the three
agencies and to foster communication. Enforcement Letter ENF 01-42
explained the training and provided a training schedule.

Enforcement L etter 2000-030 introduced the PWIRP, and the (notification)
Plan Agreement agreed to by the County Agricultural Commissioners and
Sealers Association, the Department of Pesticide Regulation (DPR), and the
Department of Fish & Game (DFG).

Based upon Sacramento, Anderson (Redding) and Napa participant
evaluations that the course length was too excessive for one day, the training
sessions are being changed. The Salinas training session on

February 27, 2002, will remain as a one-day training.

Training sessions scheduled for Coachella, Arcadia, and Tulare (see attached
revised training schedule) will be held the afternoon of the first day (1-5 pm),
and the morning of the next day (8 am—noon). DPR will not be able to cover
per diem expenses for county staff.
