To the user of Pesticide Illness teaching module:

This CD consists of 10 files.  

There is a four-part PowerPoint presentation.  While the four parts are designed to form a comprehensive teaching module on pesticides for the general physician or student, each module may also stand alone.  Due to their length, the presentation of all four modules would require at least two hours. 
· Part 1 describes general principles of pesticide toxicology, epidemiology, and recognition, diagnosis, and management of acute pesticide illness.
· Part 2 discusses acute illnesses due to insecticides.
· Part 3 discusses acute illnesses due to fungicides, fumigants, herbicides, and miscellaneous pesticides.

· Part 4 describes chronic illness due to pesticides and the laws that regulate their sale and use.

Parts 1-4 have speaker notes within the PowerPoint files. In addition, there are four separate files containing speaker notes for each part. These speaker notes are identical to the notes in the PowerPoint files except for that they also contain references. These references are also available as a separate file.

This teaching module is intended to provide a knowledge base and material for an individual to either further their own education, or to teach others, about pesticide illness.  It is difficult to adequately cover all aspects of pesticide illness in a single module.  Other materials are available through the resources described in this CD.   New information and new materials are being developed; many are available over the internet.
